3. Financial spreadsheet, ledger, or any other accounting record of property tax
overpayments, or claimed/unredeemed tax lien certificates which have been refundable
for more than (6) months from the date of this letter showing the (i) payee names (ii)
check issue dates, (iii) check numbers, and (iv) dollar amounts over $1,000.00.

For all three requests, please include any necessary claim forms, affidavits and instructions
required for the reissuance of the outstanding/state dated checks or refunds. Please only include
items that are still eligible for release as of today and have not been escheated to the state
unclaimed property department.”
