This communication is the Bonneville Power Administration’s (BPA) final response to your
request for agency records made under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552 (FOIA).
Your request was received on May 7, 2025, and formally acknowledged on June 5, 2025.

Request & Clarification

From your original request received on May 7, 2025, and from email exchanges with the agency
on May 8, 2025, your FOIA request seeks, “...data from January 2001 - to the present related to
tree-caused electric utility outages, including but not limited to records of vegetation-related
interruptions, tree species involved, geographic location, date of outage, duration, and any
available incident notes or contributing weather conditions. This data will be used for academic
research under West Virginia University’s PhD program in Natural Resource and Forestry
Management, focused on improving outage prediction models and risk mitigation strategies
through machine learning. And any form of outage investigation detailing the cause and tree
details...".

Response

BPA searched for and gathered records responsive to your request from the agency’s Vegetation
Management & Forestry office. Accompanying this communication are 1366 pages of
responsive agency records with the following redactions applied:

e 29 redactions under 5 U.S.C. § 552(b)(6) (Exemption 6)

A more detailed explanation of the applied exemptions follows.



Explanation of Withholdings and Exemptions

The FOIA generally requires the release of all agency records upon request. However, the FOIA
permits or requires withholding certain limited information that falls under one or more of nine
statutory exemptions (5 U.S.C. 8§88 552(b)(1-9)). Further, section (b) of the FOIA, which contains
the FOIA’s nine statutory exemptions, also directs agencies to publicly release any reasonably
segregable, non-exempt information that is contained in those records.

Exemption 6
Exemption 6 serves to protect Personally Identifiable Information (P1l) contained in agency

records when no overriding public interest in the information exists. BPA does not find an
overriding public interest in the release of the information redacted under Exemption 6—
specifically, personal and professional cell numbers and logger names and contact information.
This information sheds no light on the executive functions of the agency and BPA finds no
overriding public interest in its release. BPA cannot waive these redactions, as the protections
afforded by Exemption 6 belong to individuals and not to the agency.

Lastly, as required by 5 U.S.C. 8 552(a)(8)(A), information has been withheld only in instances
where (1) disclosure is prohibited by statute, or (2) BPA foresees that disclosure would harm an
interest protected by the exemption cited for the record. When full disclosure of a record is not
possible, the FOIA statute further requires that BPA take reasonable steps to segregate and
release nonexempt information. The agency has determined that in certain instances partial
disclosure is possible and has accordingly segregated the records into exempt and non-exempt
portions.

There are no fees associated with processing your FOIA request.

Appeal

Thereafter, judicial review
will be available to you in the Federal District Court either (1) in the district where you reside,
(2) where you have your principal place of business, (3) where DOE’s records are situated, or (4)
in the District of Columbia.

Last week a took at look at a couple of trze-caused outages that occurred in November. Here is
what | found:

Chehalis-Olympia - just AOL 9/9 on the left {(west). DF had extensive Laminated Root Rot. There
weren't hardly any roots that weren't infected. | didn't see any other trees in that area that
bothered me.

PA-Sappho - AOL 13/8 on Voight's land. It was a DF on the left (south). | didn't go onto his
property to inspect the tree.

PA-Sappho - +330' 15/8. DF on the left (south). Tree came down during heavy, wet snow with
10 mph winds. This tree was not marked as a DT. No real good reason why it failed and nothing
else did.

PA-Sappho - between 17/3 and 17/5. Lots of alder on the left (south). Alder from further back in
the stand (to the south) fell into the smaller alder nearest the line, forcing those smaller alder into
the line. Failure occurred during high winds. In the area between 17/3 and 17/4, the larger alder
further back were in a wetland so had little root strength. In the area AOL 17/4, no good reason
why the larger alder further back failed. The alder in front were marked DTs.

PA-Sappho - BOL 25/1. DF on the left (south). The tree's roots were restricted on the west and
south side due to another tree growing very close. A Hemlock came down to the DF's east
(Hemlock fell to the east) which took away support for the DF on that side and caused the DF to
fail during high winds. Also this tree was subject to higher winds during the winter due to there
being an alder patch to the south of this tree (leaves off alder this time of year).

PA-Sappho - 31 mile. Couldn't get this area due to a bunch of trees that fell on the road during
the snow event.
